It
was founded on 2001/23/10 as an orphanage under the name «Dar Al-Rahma
for Orphaned Girls> Care» (the first orphanage for girls in the Republic of Yemen).
The working mechanism in the orphanage evolved, and on 2003/12/30 the
orphanage received its license from the Ministry of Social Affairs and Work in the
Republic of Yemen to become “Al-Rahma Foundation for Human Development”.
The Foundation seeks to expand its work to provide its services in all provinces
in the Republic of Yemen. The Foundation has also received the ISO (9001:2008)
certification. The Foundation was ISO (9001:2008) certified on May 2010,19 from
Global GROUP, a British company (number 17Q11705), and on April 2013 ,29
from ASR, an American company (number 5178).

another cruel blow from society. Her new friend told her that she was
going to convince her mother to have her live with them. This news
made Mariam ecstatic and gave her a sense of belonging she longed
for. These newfound feelings were soon shattered; she heard her
friend’s mother reply that she would never allow an illegitimate child
into her home. The tears streamed down Mariam'’s face. Society's
cruelty in passing judgment and punishing her for a crime she did
not commit was too much for Mariam, she began throwing herself
against the hospital walls. A policeman who saw her took pity on
her and took her to a humanitarian organization. There, they put
her into a suitable foster family. Having never lived in a stable family,
Mariam was unable to adjust to household rules such as respect and
discipline. As a result of the damage society had inflicted on her,
Mariam began using her diabetic state as a means to fight against
these new rules. This stubbornness soon led to her demise. In one
of her fits, she ate a piece of candy. That piece of candy was a final
warning for Mariam: her sugar level significantly increased, she began
bleeding from her nose, and her eyes bulged from their sockets.
When the doctors decided to release her from the intensive care unit,
Mariam'’s body could not endure more, and she passed away a few
hours later. Mariam parted from this world as proof of the sadness
that occurs in it. She parted this world ( a world that is contaminated
with desires, pride and tyranny ) with two distinctions, one of an
innocent childhood, the other of humanity's desertion of her.

She sorrowfully looked at her daughter and bid her farewell before she
had fully recovered. “Mariam”, as the newborn was to be later named,
was left at the hospital to cry for days on end. She continuously cried
until one of the nurses, out of heartfelt concern, was determined to
protect Mariam from forfeiture Mariam would surely have faced alone.
She took her in as her own. Ten years later, the nurse was diagnosed
with cancer and passed away. Mariam, having discovered on the
nurses’s deathbed that she was not her biological mother was at loss
of her true identity. Out of pity, one of the neighbors decided to take
her into his family. Problems arose between him and his wife. Until
finally, Mariam heard his wife give him an ultimatum: “It's either me
or theillegitimate child”. Upon hearing this, Mariam broke into tears.
She began roaming the streets until late at night. Dawn of the next
day brought hope to Mariam. She had met a group of young girls
travelling to the capital, Sana’a, in search of work. They offered to take
her with them. Once there, the girls had no place for Mariam in their
new lives; so once again, Mariam was left alone in a sea of unfamiliar
faces. Mariam, alone and desperate, roamed the streets and alleys
of Sana’'a not knowing where to go, until sheer exhaustion rendered
her unconscious. A good samaritan hospitalized Mariam, where she
was diagnosed with having gone through a diabetic coma. Due to
her extreme traumatic state and nowhere to go, Mariam'’s stay at
the hospital was prolonged. At the hospital, she befriended a fellow
patient there. Mariam was not aware that she was about to receive
